For instance, crowded teeth are more difficult
to properly brush and floss which contributes
to tooth decay and gum disease. Protrud-

ing teeth are more susceptible to accidental
chipping from trauma. Cross bites may result
in unfavorable growth patterns, uneven tooth
wear and even fracturing of teeth. Open bites
may result in fongue thrusting habits and
speech issues.

Who Needs Braces?

There are many warning signs that may point
to the need for orthodontic treatment. Keep
an eye on your child for these symptoms that
may point to the need for braces:

* an uneven bite

* teeth overlapping other teeth
* missing teeth

* gaps between teeth

* crooked teeth

* prolonged thumb sucking

* grinding of teeth

* protruding teeth

conditions, it is extremely important fo seek
orthodontic treatment to protect your dental
and overall health now and in the future.
